RHODE ISLAND CLASSIC TOURNAMENT RULES

1. A bowler’s entrance average will be the same as stated in the 2009/2010 Fall/Winter Tournament Series flyer.

2. A bowler may re-enter as many times as they want, but can cash only once and cannot qualify more than once for the Doubles Finals.
RHODE ISLAND CLASSIC TOURNAMENT FORMAT

QUALIFYING ROUNDS:

The Qualifying Round consists of four (4) games.

1. Bowlers will be bowling in the following divisions:  “A” Division (Over 120 Average) and 
“B” Division (120 average and under).  A bowler in the “B” Division may NOT bowl in the 
“A” Division.

2. Handicap in each division is as follows:
“A” Division – 80% handicap based on 160 average limit.
“B” Division – 80% handicap based on 120 average limit.

3. The top six (6) bowlers in each division advance to the Doubles Finals and will be paired according to their finish in the Qualifying Round.  Total pinfall plus handicap will determine the order of finish, with ties being broken using the highest game(s) over average.

4. Scores rolled in the Qualifying Round carry over to the Doubles Finals.

DOUBLES FINALS:

1. The Doubles Finals consists of four (4) games.

2. Six (6) teams, each consisting of a bowler from each division, will compete.  The 1st place bowlers will be paired up, the 2nd place bowlers will be paired up, and so on.  Each team begins with the scores rolled in the Qualifying Round.

3. The handicap for the Doubles Finals will be the total of the handicaps of each bowler from the Qualifying Round.

4. Total pinfall plus handicap for the eight (8) games rolled (Qualifying Round and Doubles Finals combined) will determine the order of finish.  In the event of ties, the corresponding monies will be divided accordingly.

5. All bowlers who participate in the Doubles Finals will earn spots in the Tournament Series Finals, provided they bowl in at least five (5) Tournament Series events by the conclusion of the 2010 Spring/Summer Tour.
